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Clean Smokestacks Act

(Waxman Bill), HR1256

introduced 3/27/2001, referred to Committee on Energy and Commerce

Title: To amend the Clean Air Act to reduce emissions from electric powerplants, and for other purposes.

Latest Major Action: 4/16/2001 Referred to House subcommittee.

Status: Referred to the Subcommittee on Energy and Air Quality.

· Aggregate sulfur dioxide emissions from powerplants will be reduced by 75 percent from the levels allowed under full implementation of the phase II sulfur dioxide requirements under title IV (relating to acid deposition control) by January 1, 2007.

· Aggregate nitrogen oxide emissions from powerplants will be reduced by 75 percent from 1997 levels by January 1, 2007.

· Aggregate carbon dioxide emissions from powerplants will be reduced to the level of carbon dioxide emissions from powerplants in 1990 by January 1, 2007

· Aggregate mercury emissions from powerplants will be reduced by 90 percent from the 1999 levels by January 1, 2007

· Emission reductions, except in the case of mercury, may be achieved through market-oriented mechanisms (such as emissions trading based on generation performance standards, auctions, or other allocation methods).

· Additional reductions may be required if the Administrator determines that the emission levels are not low enough to protect public health or welfare.

· 30 years after a powerplant begins operation it must comply with the most recent new source performance standards.
